KEY POINTS FOR PRESENTATIONS


The following is an outline of some points that will help you organize and prepare your speech.  You do not need to follow the key points in this exact order, and you may embellish or add to them.

Wait for a signal from the teacher in the room before you begin your speech.  This teacher will use a timer to note the beginning and ending of your speech and to give you a signal at six minutes, one minute from the minimum required time limit and again at nine minutes, one minute from the maximum time limit.  Practice your speech using your visual aids, so that you will not be over or under the time limit.  
I. Introduction – Dazzle your audience with a hook that grabs the attention of the judges.

A. Introduce yourself and thank the judges.
B. Explain why you chose this topic.

C. Explain the topic you researched.
D. Describe the sources you used in your research.
II. Body – Make your information flow logically and sequentially (use transitions). Do not just highlight each item below.
A. Describe interesting things you learned during your research and work with your mentor.
B. Describe what you learned in your research that aided you in the development or creation of your product.
C. Explain how the product relates to the research.
D. Explain what steps you used in producing the product.
E. Explain how this project was a learning stretch.
F. Reflect on your collaboration with your mentor.
III. Conclusion – Summarize what you have learned.

A. Explain how you will use what you have learned in your future.
B. Describe your personal growth through the Graduation Project.
C. Explain what you learned about yourself.
At the end of your speech, the judges will ask questions about your research and/or fieldwork.  
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
