PRESENTATION GENERAL REQUIREMENTS


Before you are allowed to present to a panel of judges, the paper, product, and portfolio must be completed satisfactorily.   The presentation is the final activity of your Graduation Project.

Presentation Requirements:

1. The speech must be 7-10 minutes in length.  

2. Two minutes at the end of the presentation will be devoted to extemporaneous questions from the judges.

3. You may use 3 x 5 note cards.  You may not use full sheets of paper.
a. Do not read the entire research paper.

b. Do not read from note cards.  They should be for reference only.
4. You must have visual aids to enhance your presentation. See visual aid information.
a. You must complete an equipment request form prior to your presentation, if necessary. You are encouraged to make an appointment with the technology coordinator or media specialist to practice with this equipment.
b. Your presentation should be saved on a CD, DVD.
c. The day of your presentation from 3:30 to 4:30, you are required to check the equipment in your presentation room.

5. You must wear “Senior Dress” for the presentation.  See student dress code information.

Judges:

Judges will consist of community members, local teachers, and parents.  Judges will receive training in the components of the Graduation Project and presentation requirements.  They will have an opportunity to view your portfolio before your presentation.
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
